REQUIREMENTS FOR MAJOR AND MINOR AREAS OF STUDY

Note: Pastoral care is not an approved Major or Minor area of study

MAJOR AREA OF STUDY

Disciplines: 1) Biblical or 2) Systematic Theology & Ethics, or 3) Church History and Historical Theology

A major field of study shall consist of no less that six courses (18 credits) in one of the three disciplines, inclusive of the required courses in each
department (as per courses to the left).

MINOR AREA OF STUDY

Disciplines: 1) Biblical or 2) Systematic Theology & Ethics, or 3) Church History and Historical Theology
A minor field of study shall consist of no less than four courses (12 credits) in one of the three disciplines,
inclusive of the required courses in each department (as per courses to the left).

OTHER REQUIRED EXPERIENCES
Students who plan to serve as a minister in their denomination and plan to do a denominational

internship, are required to take Boundaries Workshop 1 and 2 (typically held at LTS, onsite).

THESIS and COMPREHENSIVE EXAM OPTIONS

MTS students must either 1) write a Thesis, or 2) take an additional elective course and write a Comprehensive Exam.
The Thesis option is only available to students who have achieved a minimum GPA of 75%.
